Homeless Kids Rife

Hroken homes in the commumities of Lae are for-
cing cheldren out on the strects. As a result there
15 an increase of street children in Lae. Although
there i3 80 dats from the administration 10 supporn
thas, it 1s evident that there are many children oo
the strects who t1oday are begging for food and
moncy. The Post Couner Nowspaper reporied on
31st August that most of the children are on the
strocts due 1o broken homes. “l am here because
my mother died and my father remarnied and lef
me and | do thus (sitting on the street and begging)

yust 10 have somethang 10 eat”™ the lattle boys on

the street saod.

Our confrere, Fr. Amold Schmutt has been wor-
king with the street children since 2005 and has
even introduced the hiteracy program 10 help kecp
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in Lae, there are two groups of street chaldren; the
small children (aged between 6-13) and the youths
(14 and above). Most of these children are from
the scttiement aress withun Lac and some are from
the villages. “_. The mayonty of the chaldren in
the literacy program come from beoken homes, the
parents are either divorced or separated or their pa-
rents just don't care aad others are children who
have lost their paronts.” sad Fr. Amold

Some of the hotspots that these children and
youths use at saght inchade the corndors of the
Chancery Bulding at St Mary's Cathedral Fr.
Brian Nonde who sometimes work at night find
them Mmendly whenever he goes to the studio,
however he said they often steal from him too so-
metimes. Other hotspot arcas include a shed ot Lac
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Ms. Kwan sad most of these street children
turn 10 commut offense and get to serve thesr term

He has sud that
chaldren today are seen begging for food, money
and sheop 1n front of shops around the country.
“Parcats are solely respoasable for childrea and
can be swed under the Lukautim Pikinam Act for
neghigence,” saud Mr. Ubase.
